Campbell Scientific has recently intro-
duced their new pre-configured weather 
station, the ET107, designed to estimate 
ETo for irrigation scheduling.

BAGDAD, CALIFORNIA 
Ever been to Bagdad, California?  This 
location holds the U. S. weather record for 
the longest dry period, 767 days. 

It has been a mixed-up year for weather in California.  For the first 
time since records have been kept, Chico received more rainfall in 
July (0.27 inches) than in January (trace).  Chico observed only 3 days 
in July 2007 when the temperature was over 100°F compared to 14 
days in July of 2006 and 17 days in July 2005. The summertime tem-
peratures have also been less extreme as well across the state.   

Chico received only 14.58 inches of rain during the 2006/2007 rainfall year. The lowest 
total in the last 30 years. Climatic models and statistical tools project the early Fall in Cali-
fornia is likely to remain dry.  Models disagree on how long and strong a La Nina event 
(equatorial Pacific temperatures cooler than normal) will be during the late Fall and Winter 
months but indications are that rainfall could once again be lower than normal during the 
upcoming winter in California.
